The biggest problem most people face in learning a new language is their own fear.
They worry that they won’t say things correctly or that they will look stupid, so they
don’t talk at all.

One of the reasons is that native speakers have a natural flow to their speech
that students of English should try to imitate. The closer ESL/EFL students can get to

this rhythm or flow, the more convincing and comfortable their speech will become.

This is not only a fun way to learn but it is also very effective. By watching English

films (especially those with English subtitles) you can expand your vocabulary and get
used to the flow of speech from the actors. If you listen to the news, you can also learn
to understand different accents. Music can be a very effective method of learning
English. In fact, it is often used to improve comprehension. The best way to learn,
though, is to find the lyrics to the songs you are listening to and try to read them as the
artist sings. This way you can practise your listening and reading at the same time. And

if you like to sing, fine. And finally, have fun!

As a home-schooling mum, I rely heavily on technology to get the job done. The
children use curriculum that is delivered over the Internet that they can go through at
their own (6).
